had been done about carrying the
gospel to non-Jews.

Obedlence to God’'s commands
comes from your heart. When you
begin struggling to obey God, that is a
clear indication that your heart has
shifted away from Him. Some claim: “/
love God, but I'm having difficulty
obeying Him in certain areas of my life.”
That is a spiritual impossibility. If | were
to ask you, “Are you obeying God?',
would you answer yes as quickly? Yet |
would be asking you the same
guestion! Genuine love for God leads
to wholehearted obedience because
we have a hope of sharing later the
glory of God. “And this hope does not
disappoint us, because God'’s love has
been poured into our hearts through
the Holy Spirit that has been given to
us.”
